Social Studies,  
Standard 1: The student will develop and practice the process skills of social studies.

After reading the books with students, the learner will compare and contrast his 
community with the picture book storylines.  
 
How are these two books alike, how are they different?

Who has a dog?  
Make a graph to show the classroom community of dog owners.  
 
Journal writing opportunities:  
If you have a dog, has your dog caused an accident before?
